    party

    basics

    If you’re new to the scene of at-home entertaining, look here for tantalizing tips on planning and pulling off a feast of appetizers. Our ideas for party-ready ingredients and themed menus will help you entertain friends and family with ease.
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party smart tips

    The best parties include an array of “little tastes.” Here are helpful tips for planning and prepping the food so you have time to mix and mingle.


    Choose a variety of temptations

    Think about colors, textures, and flavors that go together, then select some recipes to present whole, such as Balsamic Shallot and Goat Cheese Tart, and others to offer as individual pieces, such as Prosciutto–Wrapped Scallops with Roasted Red Pepper Aioli. Consider both hot and cold appetizers as well. Texture is also key. The crunch of fresh veggies will contrast beautifully with the soft richness of a crab cake. The more variety you offer, the more people will eat, simply because people’s appetites are stimulated when they have several dishes to choose from.


    Do the party math

    Wondering how many appetizers to serve? We’ve figured it out for you. For light cocktail parties of the predinner variety, plan to serve about eight hors d’oeuvres per person. For cocktail buffets that may become full meals for your guests, double that amount. For such occasions, a good rule of thumb is to plan to serve something more substantial with the nibbles, such as meatballs or pizza.


    Food for thought

    It’s always better to have too much food on hand than not enough. At the end of the party, package up any leftovers to give to guests to take home with them to enjoy the next day.


    Take tasty shortcuts

    First, know that you don’t have to prepare all of the food yourself. Divide and conquer by selecting the recipes and assigning them to your friends or family to bring. Or, if you do want to make the entire menu yourself, be sure to know your limitations of time and skill. No more than 20 percent of the recipes you choose should be new or hard to make. Sixty to 70 percent of the recipes should be easy to prepare or recipes that you can make ahead of time. Then, rely on purchased items to fill out the menu.


    Opt for some make-ahead options

    As you plan, weigh practical matters such as how much refrigerator or freezer space is available and how many appetizers you can heat ahead of time. Many party foods can be made in advance, then frozen and heated as the guests arrive. Plan one or two hot appetizers that you can make ahead and heat at the last minute. For the rest of the menu, choose foods you can prepare ahead and chill or ones you can purchase and assemble without last-minute attention.


    When serving, keep it simple

    Present all the appetizers on a buffet table, or keep your guests circulating with several food stations throughout the house. A coffee table, desk, large ottoman, even a wide shelf or mantel can stand in as a serving location. Locate your beverage service in an area separate from the food.


    Safe keeping

    Have a plan for keeping hot foods hot—140°F to 175°F—and cold foods cold—below 40°F. Be ready with warming trays, chafing dishes, and ice baths.


    Serving wine

    Planning on serving wine? Know that one standard-size bottle of wine yields 5 glasses. So, if you’re hosting a stand-around-and-chat event, plan on a half bottle per person.


    * Don’t try to keep your party beverages cold in the fridge—when it’s party time you’ll need the space. Instead, offer ice for guests to serve with their drinks. Or present an assortment of drinks in a large ice-filled tin bucket.


	
    make some buy some

    If you’re squeezed for time, consider purchasing appetizers in bulk at club or membership warehouses. Pick up any of the following nibbles to round out your menu:

    • Prepared dips (spinach and seafood are favorites) and boxes of crackers

    • Refrigerated fresh guacamole and/or salsa and bags of tortilla chips

    • Crunchy snack mix, dried fruit, and mixed nuts

    • Cheese and meat platters

    • Trays of assorted cut-up vegetables

    • Olives, pickles, and roasted sweet peppers

    • Mixed dried fruit, such as apricots and figs

    • Cooked shrimp with jars of cocktail sauce

    • Mini quiches, chicken wings, meatballs, and more

    • Bite-size cheesecakes, mini cream puffs, and cookies

    


    * If  you’re hosting a large gathering, include a few light appetizers. Guests with special dietary needs will be thrilled. Even something as simple as a bowl heaped with assorted fruits can be attractive and offer light appeal.


    
    party on the light side

    Here are some luscious, healthier offerings for your appetizer buffet.

    • Set out lower-fat cheeses—such as mozzarella made with skim milk.

    • Rather than potato chips, party crackers, and tortilla chips, offer whole grain crackers and toasted whole grain pita chips.

    • Sprinkle dried fruits, such as raisins, apricots, figs, and dates, amid the cheeses and crackers.

    • Ditto with walnuts—they’ll add heart-healthy omega-3 acids to the menu. Just don’t go overboard—1 ounce has about 160 calories.

    • Serve baked pretzels with flavored mustards.

    

    
    * For even the most casual parties, provide small, sturdy plates instead of paper ones. These hold more food and are easier for guests to handle and set down as they mingle with the crowd.


    

  

 


stocking the bar

    Locate the bar near the entrance. Many guests prefer to begin with a drink and mingle before visiting the food table. If possible, make the bar table accessible from more than one direction for easier self-service.

    glassware: If you can have only one set of party glasses, make it 9- to 11-ounce stemmed glasses—they’re suitable for everything except champagne. Otherwise, the basics include double old-fashioned (rocks) glasses, highball (similar to iced tea) glasses, pilsners (for beer), martini glasses, and some all-purpose wineglasses. If you don’t have all of these, start with one or two types and add the others as you host more parties and can afford them.

    equipment: A jigger, long-handled spoons, napkins, towels, ice bucket, ice tongs, stir-sticks, a blender. Have a couple of coolers nearby to restock ice and to keep bottled beverages cold. Make sure you have plenty of ice for adding to drinks.

    beverages:  A clear liquor (gin or vodka), a dark liquor (whiskey), beer, red wine, and white wine. Also stock up on soft drinks and fruit juices.

    garnishes: Lemons, limes, oranges, maraschino cherries, cocktail onions, celery stick-stirrers, and stuffed olives.


    
    drink I.D.eas

    Connect guests to their drinks with one of these penny-pinching pitch hitters:
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    Hello my name is: What could be easier than those classic adhesive name tags? Not only do these stickers come without sticker shock, they add a bit of retro, funky fun to your party. Invite guests to personalize their own tags.

    String on a stick: Put some swizzle into your next party with hand-crafted drink stirrers. Wrap inexpensive wooden frozen dessert sticks with scraps of colorful string or yarn. These striking sticks solve the mystery drink situation and double as cocktail stirrers.

    


    

  

 


last-minute magic

    Be ready to entertain on a moment’s notice. Browse the aisles of your favorite gourmet market for an assortment of cured meats, firm cheeses, and jars of olives, spreads, and other delicacies that keep well in the fridge and the pantry. Then simply open, assemble–and enjoy–when friends come by.


    

  

 


dried fruit and nut bruschetta

    Keep a loaf of French bread in the freezer and your favorite melting cheese in the fridge. Combine them with some dried fruit and nuts for these stylish nibbles.

    Cut French bread into 1⁄2-inch slices; brush one side with olive oil and toast in a toaster oven. Top oiled side with a few slices of a cheese that melts well, such as Monterey Jack, Swiss, Gruyère, or Gouda. Broil until melted. Top with a sprinkling of assorted slivered or diced dried fruit (such as figs, cranberries, apricots, cherries, or golden raisins) and nuts (such as walnuts, almonds, pistachios, or pine nuts). Press toppings into cheese to help them stay in place. Broil about 30 seconds more or until toppings
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mideast canapés

    Freeze pita bread rounds so you’ll always have a ready-made base for these clever canapés. The toppings are all items with a long shelf life.

    Thaw pita bread rounds, if frozen. Split each pita bread round in half horizontally and brush cut sides with olive oil. Toast until crisp. Slather each pita round with jarred hummus or bean spread. Sprinkle with chopped toppings, such as pitted olives, bottled drained roasted red pepper strips, and/or drained artichoke hearts. Cut rounds into wedges to serve. 
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pretty antipasto bowl

    Serve the pick of the pantry in one large bowl and let guests assemble their own kabobs.

    Toss a variety of hard cheeses, salamis, mixed pitted olives, pickled mushrooms, and pickled pepperoncini peppers with your favorite homemade or purchased vinaigrette. If desired, add fresh herbs and grape tomatoes. Serve in a large glass bowl to show off the colors and textures of the dish, accompanied by wooden toothpicks and small appetizer plates. 
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eggplant caviar dip

    Traditionally, the salsalike dip known as eggplant caviar calls for roasting a whole fresh eggplant. You can save a step by purchasing marinated eggplant strips.

    Drain a jar of marinated eggplant; reserve the marinade. Chop the eggplant finely, then stir in minced garlic and salt and ground black pepper to taste. Stir in enough olive oil (or reserved marinade) to make a moist dip. Serve with crackers or on French bread toasts. Optional stir-ins include crumbled goat cheese, oil-packed dried tomatoes, and any fresh herbs you might have on hand. 


    

  

 


wrap-and-roll basil pinwheels

    Tender tortillas with colorful fillings wrapped and rolled into cute little spirals are as easy to serve as they are to eat.

    Spread 7- or 8-inch flour tortillas evenly with semisoft cheese with garlic and herbs (if cheese seems crumbly, stir it until smooth). Top cheese with large basil leaves. Arrange bottled roasted red sweet peppers on basil. Top with thinly sliced cooked ham, roast beef, or turkey. Tightly roll up each tortilla; wrap in plastic wrap. Chill for 2 to 4 hours. To serve, trim ends of rolls. Cut rolls into 1-inch slices. If desired, secure each slice with a short skewer and garnish with additional basil leaves.

cute cornichon crackers

    When it comes to flavor, few pickles rival the diminutive French sour pickles known as cornichons.  Combine them with salami slices for a rich and sprightly bite.

    Cut some cornichons into matchsticks. Top a rich, buttery gourmet cracker (about 2 inches in diameter) with a thin slice or two of dry-cured salami. Dab softened butter on top of each salami slice, then press a couple of cornichon slices into the butter. (Butter is a classic accompaniment to cured meats and also helps hold the pickles in place.) 
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    * Stock your pantry with an assortment of breadsticks, chips, crackers, and pretzels. They’ll come in handy when serving dips or cheese spreads to drop-in guests.


    

  

 


smoked salmon martinis

    Smoked salmon is always a treat for guests—and, conveniently, it has a long shelf life.

    In martini glasses or other stylish drink glasses, arrange chunks of smoked salmon with some chopped capers (drained), diced purple onion, and a dollop of sour cream sprinkled with a little dried dillweed. Tuck in a lemon wedge as well as a few round rye crackers for scooping.


    

  

 


toasted ravioli

    These versatile mini pillows make a dynamite addition to an appetizer buffet, or serve them as the first course for a sit-down dinner.

    Cook one 9-ounce package refrigerated cheese-filled ravioli according to package directions. Drain and cool slightly. Preheat oven to 425°F. Place 1⁄2 cup Italian- seasoned fine dry bread crumbs in a shallow dish. In another shallow dish using a fork, beat together 1⁄4 cup milk and 1 egg. Dip cooked ravioli in egg mixture, allowing excess to drip off; dip in bread crumbs to coat.

    Place ravioli on a lightly greased baking sheet. Bake for 15 minutes or until crisp and golden. Serve with 11⁄2 cups warmed bottled or refrigerated spaghetti sauce. Makes 10 to 12 servings.


    

  

 


prosciutto-olive breadsticks

    Prosciutto, olives, and bread taste fabulous together.  Why not combine them into one easy-to-manage appetizer?

    Finely chop pitted green or ripe olives and pat pieces dry with paper towels (this will help them adhere to the buttered breadstick). For each serving, slather one end of a breadstick with softened butter and press chopped olives into the butter. Wrap a thin slice of prosciutto around the buttered end of the breadstick, allowing a little olive to show.
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    party pantry

    A well-stocked pantry and refrigerator are the secrets to no-hassle entertaining. With a dozen versatile ingredients on hand, you’ll be ready to create something sensational anytime.

cheese, of course

    When hosting a big bash, a cheese buffet is the perfect people-pleasing option that allows guests to experiment and get creative with their own cheese pairings. Here are tips for choosing and serving an impressive assortment.
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    cheese choices Serve between three and five cheeses that feature different textures (soft or semisoft, semi-hard or sliceable, hard, and blue), types of milk (cow, goat, or sheep), sharpness, and countries of origin—along with any artisan varieties. Not only will you satisfy a wide range of guests, but the range of cheeses makes for a beautiful presentation.


    
    serving tips

    • Today’s cheeses are texturally interesting, so you’ll want to offer whole chunks of different varieties, with their rinds intact when possible.

    • Pair cheese with complimentary tidbits.  For example, fresh goat cheese has a natural affinity to olives. Salt and pungent blue cheese pairs well with something sweet, such as honey, dried figs, or jams. Other flavorful accompaniments include dried fruits, toasted nuts, and compotes.

    • Serve soft, fresh cheeses slightly chilled, but for peak flavor and aroma, serve all other cheeses at room temperature.

    • For maximum flavor, bring cheeses out of the refrigerator about 1 hour before you plan to serve your cheese tray. To keep them from drying out, unwrap them just before serving.

    • Rewrap any leftover cheeses separately with a clean piece of plastic wrap and refrigerate.

    


    * Estimate about 2 ounces of cheese per person.


    

  

 


the new relish tray

    Jazz up the classic with a fun, new look and taste with fresh produce and condiments. Use our tips and hunt through your supermarket for more ideas when it’s time to create your own.
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    relish tray pointers (clockwise from top left)  Start simple with colorful sweet peppers cut into shapes instead of the  usual strips.  Stuff pitted olives with blue cheese for a flavor explosion in every bite. Skewer pickled veggies on cocktail picks for mini kabobs. Try baby corn, onions and gherkins. Freshen the lineup with sweet grape tomatoes. Put zip on your relish tray by adding some pickled sweet or hot peppers to the mix. Make a quick cucumber relish by tossing paper-thin cuke slices with a light- colored vinegar such as rice wine vinegar. Roll up thin-sliced Swiss cheese and prosciutto or ham with blanched asparagus or green beans (barely cooked in boiling water). Then, cut them into bite-size pieces for a fresh presentation.  Make over your mayo by adding snipped herbs or sea salt to it. Stir in desired amount of seasoning.

    * Serve small amounts of relishes at a time, swapping out platters and bowls, so the food stays fresh and cold.


    ultimate olives
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    Cerignola: The crisp, walnut-size, green variety from Italy adds a sweet-not-salty flavor to appetizer trays.

    Kalamata: Curing in a red wine vinegar brine gives these Greek olives a salty, rich, fruity, winelike flavor and deep purple color.

    Manzanilla: A star among table olives for its crisp texture and tangy taste, this brownish-green native of Spain is typically available pitted or stuffed with pimiento. It’s also great for cooking.

    Niçoise: Tree ripened, the little black gem from France has a distinctive flavor and fragrance. It has a larger pit-to-meat ratio than most olives.

    Picholine: The small, light-green fruit changes to red-black when ripe. Mostly grown in Morocco and processed in France, it has a crunchy texture and delicately tart, nutty flavor, making it ideal for snacks and cocktails.

    Sicilian: This large, green Italian olive is typically marinated with herbs and stuffed with cheese, garlic, or pimiento. Its crunchy texture and salty, somewhat sour flavor make it a favorite for snacking.


    
    Marinated Olives

    Fine on their own, olives can also benefit from a good soak with compatible flavors. Try making your own flavorful marinade with this easy recipe, shown above. In a 1-quart jar with a screw-top lid, combine 1⁄2 cup olive oil; two 3 × 1⁄2-inch strips lemon peel; 1⁄2 cup lemon juice; 4 to 6 cloves garlic, sliced; 2 teaspoons snipped fresh oregano; 1 bay leaf; and 1⁄2 teaspoon crushed red pepper. Add 2 cups black and/or green olives, rinsed and drained. Cover and shake to coat olives. Marinate in the refrigerator for 2 days up to 2 weeks, shaking jar occasionally. Before serving, let olives stand at room temperature for 1 to 2 hours. Drain olives; discard bay leaf and marinade.

    


    

  

 


dress it up

    Now comes the fun part. The secret to making your party stand out is to personalize it. Here are easy, inexpensive ways to bring something new and different to the party scene.
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    bottle bouquet Elaborate floral displays are lovely but expensive. Why drop dollars at the florist when a few grocery store flowers look so perfectly charming in recycled water bottles, mismatched old medicine containers, or even a selection of water glasses or goblets?
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    conversation starters Jot a few thought-provoking questions on inexpensive beverage napkins. Within minutes, your guests will be chatting away.
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    a glass act Stemware offers a surprising range of uses beyond wine. Line up a row of wineglasses filled with party foods. Grapes, cheese cut into sticks, breadsticks wrapped with prosciutto, and skewered tidbits work best. Or use them to hold small amounts of dip with crudités, savory nuts, or snack mixes.


    * Don’t limit your serving selection to plates and bowls. Vases or new flowerpots can display bouquets of vegetables. Cream pitchers, sugar bowls, and gravy boats are great for dips. Cutting boards or cooling racks are ideal substitute platters for individual appetizers. 


    
    pickup sticks
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    Skewers and picks make for quick, convenient serving. 

    • Trim plain bamboo skewers to any length you like; they’re good for serving hot or cold foods. For display, insert the skewers into lemon or lime halves or a small head of cabbage or radicchio. 

    • Slide shrimp or pieces of chicken, pork, or fish onto fresh rosemary sprigs; the rosemary adds flavor during grilling  or broiling. 

    • Use colorful cocktail picks to embellish as they secure mini sandwiches or rolled meats or vegetables. Or attach garnishes to bite-size nibblers with wooden toothpicks.
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    name your place Create a decorative use for wine bottle corks. When slit with a serrated knife and combined with bits of scrap paper and card stock, they become buoyant place cards.

    plate toss Caterers and buffet specialists add visual interest to tablescapes by presenting food platters at different heights with the use of pricey pedestals and stacking serving pieces. Luckily, a little homegrown ingenuity—like placing plates of appetizers on top of overturned cups and bowls from your own cupboards—provides that same stylish, uptown look, and does so at no cost whatsoever. The snacks themselves can also be stacked for presentation. 


    
    tray chic

    Even if money were no object, few of us have enough kitchen space to store trays and platters that we use just once or twice a year. Yet our homes are filled with common utilitarian objects that are waiting to play exciting new roles. Allow these unlikely stars—items that languish in obscurity, tucked away in cupboards, basements, and garages— to come out and party. For example, a trusty muffin pan goes from baking to the bar, holding an array of garnishes.  
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    * Don’t worry if all your serving trays and platters don’t match. A variety of patterns, colors, styles, and sizes adds vibrant flair to a buffet table and showcases the foods that are presented on them. Select a table a16ing that ties the color scheme together.


    
    mix it up Combine two or three kinds of appetizers on a platter or tray, alternating the shapes for a more interesting look. There’s only one caveat: Don’t mix hot and cold foods on the same platter.

    1⁄2 cup light dairy sour cream

    1⁄4 cup chopped bottled roasted red sweet pepper

    2 tablespoons red wine vinegar

    1 teaspoon snipped fresh tarragon or 1⁄4 teaspoon dried tarragon, crushed

    1⁄4 teaspoon coarsely ground black pepper

    1 tablespoon drained capers

    Chopped bottled roasted red sweet pepper and/or snipped fresh tarragon (optional)

    Assorted dippers (trimmed green onions, blanched asparagus spears and/or green beans, roasted fennel wedges and/or broccoli florets, flatbread, and/or assorted crackers)

    2 cups shredded sharp cheddar cheese  (8 ounces)

    Assorted items for dipping (French or Italian bread cubes, soft pretzels, breadsticks, red sweet pepper pieces, broccoli florets, and/or precooked baby sunburst squash)

    1 Rub the bottom and sides of a heavy metal fondue pot with the garlic halves.* Discard garlic. In the fondue pot combine beer and bouillon granules. Bring to boiling over medium-high heat.

    1 teaspoon cornstarch

    1 8-ounce package cream cheese, cubed

    Tortilla chips or corn chips

    1 In a medium saucepan melt butter over low heat. Cook onion in hot butter for 5 minutes or until tender. Stir in tomato, peppers, and cumin. Heat to boiling; reduce heat. Simmer, uncovered, for 10 minutes, stirring occasionally.

    2 Toss shredded Monterey Jack cheese with cornstarch. Gradually add cheese mixture to saucepan, stirring until cheese melts. Gradually add the cream cheese, stirring until cheese melts and mixture is smooth. Heat through. Serve with chips.

    20 black or pink peppercorns, crushed

    2 tablespoons finely shredded Parmesan cheese

    2 tablespoons fine dry breadcrumbs

    Assorted vegetable dippers (Belgian endive leaves and/or jicama sticks)

    1 Preheat oven to 400°F. In a large skillet cook bacon over medium heat until crisp. Drain bacon on paper towels, reserving 1 tablespoon drippings in skillet. Crumble bacon.

    2 Add fennel and garlic to reserved drippings. Cook over medium heat for about 10 minutes or just until fennel is tender and starts to brown, stirring occasionally. Remove from heat.     2 to 4 tablespoons milk

    Assorted dippers (crusty French bread cubes and/or tortilla chips)

    1 In a heavy medium saucepan combine cheese, wine, mustard, Worcestershire sauce, and chipotle peppers. Cook and stir over medium-low heat until melted and smooth. Stir in enough of the milk to reach desired consistency. Transfer cheese mixture to a fondue pot. Keep mixture warm over a fondue burner.

    1 Let shredded cheeses stand at room temperature for 30 minutes. Meanwhile, rub inside of a fondue pot with garlic. Discard garlic; set pan aside. Toss cheeses with flour; set aside.

    2 Preheat the oven to 350°F. Place bread cubes on a baking sheet and bake for 5 to 7 minutes or until crisp and toasted; set aside.

    3 In a large saucepan bring a small amount of water to boiling; add broccoli or cauliflower florets. Simmer, covered, for about  3 minutes or until crisp-tender. Drain; rinse with cold water. Drain well; set aside. To  cook potatoes, simmer, covered, for 10 to  12 minutes or until tender.

    4 In a large saucepan heat wine over medium heat until small bubbles rise to the surface. Just before wine boils, reduce heat to medium low and stir in the cheese mixture, a little at a time, whisking constantly. Make sure the cheese is melted before adding more. Gradually stir in milk. Cook and stir until bubbles begin to form.

    1 recipe Balsamic Glaze

    Fresh basil (optional)

    1 Preheat the grill. In a large bowl combine egg, Parmesan cheese, garlic, Italian seasoning, salt, and pepper. Add beef and prosciutto; mix well.

    2 Divide mixture into 16 portions. Shape into balls around cheese cubes.     1⁄2 teaspoon salt

    1 pound lean ground beef or ground veal

    3 tablespoons olive oil

    1 cup dry red wine

    2 tablespoons snipped fresh parsley

    2 tablespoons snipped fresh thyme

    1 teaspoon sugar

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground black pepper

    1 to 2 tablespoons dry red wine

    1 In a bowl combine mushrooms and enough boiling water to cover. Let stand for 30 minutes. Drain, squeezing out any excess liquid. Reserve 1⁄2 cup of the mushrooms; finely chop remaining mushrooms.

    2 Combine egg, 3⁄4 cup of the onion, breadcrumbs, 1 tablespoon wine,  2 teaspoons thyme, garlic, salt, and finely chopped mushrooms. Add ground beef; mix well. Shape mixture into 18 meatballs.

    3 tablespoons snipped fresh sage or 11⁄2 teaspoons dried sage, crushed

    1⁄8 teaspoon salt

    1⁄8 teaspoon ground black pepper

    1 pound ground pork

    1 clove garlic, minced

    Fresh sage leaves (optional)

    1 Preheat oven to 350°F. In a large skillet cook 4 slices of the bacon over medium heat until crisp. Drain on paper towels. Cook remaining bacon for 4 to 5 minutes or just until beginning to brown, turning once. Drain on paper towels, reserving 1 tablespoon drippings in skillet. Finely chop the 4 strips crisp bacon; set aside.

    2 In a large bowl combine egg, 2 tablespoons of the whipping cream, 1⁄2 cup of the onion, the pecans, 2 tablespoons of the snipped sage, the salt, and pepper. Add pork and three-quarters of the finely chopped bacon; mix well. Shape mixture into 16 meatballs.

    3 Arrange meatballs in a single layer in a 15×10×1-inch baking pan. Bake, uncovered, for about 25 minutes or until cooked through (160°F), checking with an instant-read thermometer. Cool for 15 minutes.

    4 Thread 2 meatballs and 1 slice of the partially cooked bacon onto a 4-inch skewer, weaving bacon around meatballs. Repeat with remaining meatballs and bacon slices. Place on the unheated rack of a broiler pan. Broil 3 to 4 inches from the heat for 4 to  5 minutes or until bacon is crisp, turning once.

    5 Meanwhile, for sauce, cook the remaining 1⁄4 cup onion and the garlic in the reserved drippings until tender. Stir in the remaining whipping cream and the remaining 1 tablespoon snipped sage. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Simmer for 5 minutes or until sauce thickens. Stir in the remaining finely chopped bacon.

    6 Arrange meatball kabobs on a platter. If desired, garnish with sage leaves. Serve with sauce.

If desired, keep warm in a slow cooker on warm or low heat setting for up to 2 hours.

    Fresh mint leaves (optional)

    1 Preheat oven to 300°F. In a large bowl combine egg, panko, the 1⁄4 cup mint, the garlic, salt, and pepper. Add lamb and beef; mix well. Shape into 32 meatballs; set aside.

    2 In a medium saucepan bring cranberry juice to boiling; reduce heat. Simmer for  25 to 30 minutes or until reduced to 1⁄2 cup. Add brown sugar. Stir until sugar dissolves.

    Fresh chives and/or lemon slices or wedges

    1 Thaw shrimp, if frozen. Peel and devein shrimp, leaving tails intact. Rinse shrimp; pat dry with paper towels. Preheat oven to 425°F. Line a 15×10×1-inch baking pan with foil; set aside.

    2 In a medium mixing bowl beat cream cheese with an electric mixer on medium speed until smooth. Beat in mayonnaise, mustard, and salt. Stir in crabmeat, green onion, and pepper until combined.

    3 Butterfly shrimp, cutting through the back of each shrimp, though not through to the other side. Open shrimp and lay flat, cut side down, in prepared baking pan. Divide crab mixture among shrimp, shaping the mixture into a mound. Bring shrimp tails up and over the crab mixture.

    2 For a charcoal grill, place the shrimp on the lightly greased rack of an uncovered grill directly over medium coals for 8 to  10 minutes or until bacon is crisp and shrimp turn opaque, turning once. (For a gas grill, preheat grill. Reduce heat to medium. Add shrimp to grill rack; cover and grill as above.)

    3 If desired, serve with barbecue sauce.

    1 pound cooked lump crabmeat or three 6-ounce cans crabmeat, drained and cartilage removed

    1 tablespoon peanut oil or cooking oil

    Bottled tartar sauce (optional)

    Mild, nutty Gouda cheese adds a creamy richness to the pastry. Place the cheese in the freezer for 15 minutes so it’s nice and firm and easier to shred.

    1 cup all-purpose flour

    1 teaspoon baking powder

    3 ounces Gouda cheese, finely shredded (3⁄4 cup)

    1⁄3 cup butter, cut in small pieces

    2 tablespoons grated Parmesan cheese

    1 tablespoon lemon juice

    24 medium pimento-stuffed green olives

    1 egg yolk, beaten

    1 Preheat oven to 375°F. Line a baking sheet with parchment paper; set aside. In food processor combine flour and baking powder. Cover and process briefly to mix. Add Gouda cheese, butter, and Parmesan cheese. Cover and process to mix thoroughly. With food processor running, add lemon juice, processing until dough just forms a ball. Transfer dough to a clean surface. Divide dough into 24 equal portions.

    2 Drain and rinse olives. Pat dry with paper towels. Pat each portion of dough into a 2-inch circle. Place an olive in the center of each circle. Bring dough up around olives; pat seams to seal. Place olive bundles about  1⁄2 inch apart on prepared baking sheet.

    3 2- to 21⁄2-inch diameter logs goat cheese (chèvre; 3 to 4 ounces each)

    1 egg, lightly beaten

    Fresh figs or grapes (optional)

    1 Preheat oven to 400°F. Line a baking sheet with parchment paper or foil; lightly grease foil. Set aside.

    2 On a lightly floured surface unfold pastry. Roll into a 12-inch square. Cut pastry into four 6-inch squares. Place 1 tablespoon preserves in center of three of the pastry squares. Arrange goat cheese over preserves. Bring corners of pastry together on top of filling; pinch to seal. Trim excess pastry. Place pastries, seam sides down, on prepared baking sheet. Brush with egg. Using a sharp knife, cut slits in pastry for steam to escape. Using a small leaf-shape cutter, cut remaining pastry square into leaves; arrange on top of pastry; brush with egg.

    3 Bake for 20 to 22 minutes or until pastry is puffed and golden. Let stand for 15 to 20 minutes before serving. To serve, cut each pastry round into four wedges. If desired, serve with fresh figs.

    1⁄2 of a 17.3-ounce package frozen puff pastry (1 sheet), thawed

    1 egg

    1 tablespoon water

    1 8-ounce jar olive tapenade

    1 Preheat oven to 400°F. In a small bowl combine Parmigiano-Reggiano cheese, dried basil, and garlic powder. Set aside.

    2 On a lightly floured surface unfold pastry. Roll pastry sheet into a 14×12-inch rectangle. Cut rectangle in half crosswise to form two 12×7-inch rectangles. In a small bowl whisk together egg and the water. Brush both pastry rectangles lightly with egg mixture.

    3 Sprinkle cheese mixture over one of the rectangles. Top with the other rectangle, brushed side down. Using your fingers, firmly press rectangles together, forcing out air pockets and sealing the edges. Brush top with egg mixture.

    4 Using a pastry wheel or sharp knife, cut pastry crosswise into 1⁄2-inch-wide strips. Arrange strips 1 inch apart on ungreased baking sheets. Holding both ends, twist  each strip, pressing ends into baking sheet  to secure.

    5 Bake for 9 to 11 minutes or until golden and crisp. Cool slightly. Serve with olive tapenade for dipping.

    1 recipe Homemade Phyllo Shells or two 2.1-ounce packages baked miniature phyllo dough shells (30 shells)

    4 ounces blue cheese, crumbled

    1⁄3 cup dried tart cherries, snipped

    1 recipe Sugared Pecans

    Honey (optional)

    In a medium bowl stir the cream cheese until smooth. Spoon cream cheese evenly into the Homemade Phyllo Shells. Top with blue cheese and cherries. Sprinkle with Sugared Pecans. If desired, drizzle with honey.

    1 17.3-ounce package frozen puff pastry sheets (2 sheets), thawed

    Manchego or Parmigiano-Reggiano cheese shavings

    1 Preheat oven to 400°F. Prick tomatoes with a fork or the tip of a sharp knife. In an ungreased 15×10×1-inch baking pan combine tomatoes, onion, oil, rosemary, salt, and pepper. Roast for 25 to 30 minutes or until onion is tender. Remove from oven. Sprinkle with vinegar. Cool.

    2 Meanwhile, line a large baking sheet with parchment paper or foil. On a lightly floured surface unfold pastry. Using a 3-inch round cookie cutter, cut pastry into rounds. Place rounds on the prepared baking sheet.

    3 Spoon about 2 tablespoons of the roasted tomato mixture onto each pastry round. Bake for 15 to 20 minutes or until edges are puffed and golden brown. Let stand on baking sheet for 5 minutes before serving. Garnish with Manchego cheese.

Individual pastry sheets, covered with plastic wrap, take about 4 hours to thaw in the refrigerator and 30 minutes at room temperature.

    • phyllo dough: Thaw dough in the refrigerator overnight. Let the dough come to room temperature before using.

    2 2.1-ounce packages baked miniature phyllo dough shells (30 shells)

    1 Preheat oven to 350°F. Coarsely chop crawfish tails; set aside.

    1⁄4 cup pine nuts or chopped almonds, toasted

    Fresh savory sprigs (optional)

    1 Preheat oven to 425°F. Grease a large baking sheet. Unroll pizza dough onto prepared baking sheet. Press to form a 13×9-inch rectangle. Cut rectangle in half lengthwise to form two 13×41⁄2-inch rectangles. Separate rectangles on baking sheet so edges are at least 1 inch apart. Bake for 7 minutes.

    1⁄4 cup pitted kalamata olives, coarsely chopped

    1 Line a large baking sheet with parchment paper or foil; set aside. Cut off and discard dark green ends of leeks. Halve white portions of leeks lengthwise. Cut into 1⁄4-inch-thick pieces (you should have about 4 cups).

    5 Bake for 12 minutes. Spread leek mixture over pastry base (if puffed, pastry will  sink when topped with the leek mixture).  Bake for about 5 minutes or until edges turn golden brown.

    Carrots, cut into thin bite-size strips and sautéed (optional)

    1 Preheat oven to 350°F. Brush wonton wrappers with the 2 tablespoons melted butter. Press wrappers, buttered sides down, into twenty-four 13⁄4-inch muffin cups, pleating as necessary. Bake for about 10 minutes or until golden brown.

    1 Preheat oven to 400°F. Line a large baking sheet with parchment paper or foil. For filling, in a small bowl combine ricotta  cheese, sweet pepper, the 3 tablespoons Romano cheese, the parsley, oregano, and black pepper.

    2 On a lightly floured surface unfold pastry sheets. Using a sharp knife or pizza cutter, cut each pastry sheet into nine 3-inch squares.

Fold one corner of each rectangle diagonally over filling to form a triangle. Seal edges by pressing with the tines of a fork. Lightly brush with egg mixture. Place about 1 inch apart on a prepared baking sheet. Repeat with remaining pastry sheet, mushroom filling, and egg mixture, placing pastries about 1 inch apart on the second prepared baking sheet.

    4 Bake, one sheet at a time, for 15 to  20 minutes or until pastries are puffed and golden. Transfer to a wire rack. Let cool for  5 minutes. Serve warm.

    1 Allow piecrust to stand at room temperature according to package directions. Preheat oven to 375°F. Line a large baking sheet with parchment paper. Roll pastry into an 11-inch circle on prepared baking sheet.

    2 In a medium skillet heat oil over medium heat. Cook leek and fennel in hot oil for 5 to 6 minutes or until tender but not brown. Remove from heat. Stir in olives and thyme. Cool slightly.

    3 Spread mixture in the center of the pastry, leaving a 11⁄2-inch rim uncovered on the edge. Fold uncovered pasty up over filling. Top with Gruyère cheese.

    1 For filling, in a medium skillet heat oil over medium heat. Cook onion and garlic in hot oil until onion is tender. Stir in artichoke hearts, tomatoes, thyme, and pepper. Cook and stir for 3 to 5 minutes or until most of the liquid has evaporated. Cool. Transfer filling to food processor. Cover and process until mixture is finely chopped. Transfer to a small bowl. Seal edges with tines of a fork (empanadas will be very full). Place on prepared baking sheets. Brush tops with egg yolk mixture.

    4 Bake for 22 to 25 minutes or until golden. Cool slightly. Serve warm.

    1 For filling, in a large skillet cook ground beef until brown; drain off fat. Stir in tomato sauce, chili powder, oregano, and garlic powder. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Simmer, uncovered, for 5 minutes. Remove skillet from heat. Stir in cilantro.

    2 Preheat oven to 350°F. Lightly grease a large baking sheet; set aside. Separate biscuits; cut each biscuit in half horizontally. On a lightly floured surface roll each piece of biscuit dough into a 4-inch circle. Place about  1 tablespoon filling onto half of each circle. Brush edges with a little milk. Fold dough in half over filling. Seal edges by pressing with the tines of a fork. Place filled turnovers 1 inch apart on prepared baking sheet; brush with milk.

    3 Bake for 10 to 12 minutes or until golden. Immediately remove from baking sheet and cool slightly on a wire rack. Serve warm.  If desired, serve with salsa for dipping.

    1 hard-cooked egg, finely chopped

    Dash saffron threads, crushed, or ground saffron

    1 17.3-ounce package frozen puff pastry sheets (2 sheets), thawed

    1 egg, lightly beaten

    1 tablespoon water

    1 Preheat oven to 400°F. Line two baking sheets with parchment paper or foil; set aside. For filling, in a large skillet cook ground lamb and onion over medium-high heat until meat is brown. Drain off fat. Stir in mushrooms, garlic, thyme, salt, and pepper. Cook for 5 to 8 minutes or until mushrooms are tender, stirring occasionally. Stir in hard-cooked egg and saffron. Remove from heat. Let cool for about 10 minutes.

    2 Meanwhile, on a lightly floured surface unfold one sheet of puff pastry. Roll pastry sheet into a 14×101⁄2-inch rectangle. Cut rectangle into twelve 31⁄2-inch squares. Repeat with second pastry sheet (24 squares total).

    1⁄4 cup grated Parmesan cheese

    2 ounces thinly sliced prosciutto or thinly sliced cooked ham

    1 egg

    1 tablespoon water

    1 Preheat oven to 400°F. Line a very large baking sheet with parchment paper; set aside. On a lightly floured surface unfold pastry. Roll pastry into an 11-inch square. Spread basil pesto on the puff pastry. Top with spinach and pepper. Sprinkle with Parmesan cheese. Cover evenly with prosciutto. Lightly press top with fingers.

    2 Beginning on the right side, roll up into a spiral. Stop in the middle. Repeat rolling, beginning on the left side, until rolls of dough meet and touch in the center.     1 On a lightly floured surface unfold pastry. Roll one pastry sheet into a 14×10-inch rectangle. Spread 1⁄3 cup of the tapenade over the pastry. Beginning at a short side, loosely roll up into a spiral. Stop in the middle. Repeat rolling, beginning at the other short side. Repeat with remaining pastry sheet and tapenade. Wrap each roll in plastic wrap. Freeze for about 1 hour.

    2 Preheat oven to 400°F. Line baking sheets with parchment paper or foil; set aside. Unwrap rolls and place on a cutting board. Using a serrated knife and a sawing motion, trim ends of pastry rolls and cut crosswise  into 1⁄4-inch-thick slices. Place slices 1 inch apart on prepared baking sheets, reshaping  as necessary.

    3 Bake for 12 to 15 minutes or until puffed and golden. Transfer to a wire rack. Cool slightly. Serve warm.

    4 teaspoons prepared horseradish

    1 clove garlic, minced

    8 ounces very thinly sliced deli roast beef, torn into pieces

    1 teaspoon cracked peppercorn mélange or cracked black pepper

    Assorted fresh herbs

    1 Preheat oven to 375°F. Lightly grease two baking sheets or line with parchment paper or foil; set aside. On a lightly floured surface unfold one sheet of pastry.     1 Preheat oven to 375°F. Line a baking sheet with parchment paper; set aside. On a lightly floured surface unfold puff pastry.  Roll pastry sheet into a 16×10-inch rectangle.  Cut two 8-inch circles from rectangle; set scraps aside.

    2 In a small bowl combine pecans, dried cherries, and honey. Divide cherry mixture between the two pastry circles, spooning mixture into the center of each circle. Place one cheese round on top of each cherry mixture, pressing down to spread cherry mixture. Bring pastry up around cheese to enclose it completely, pleating and pinching edges to cover and seal.     1 cup finely chopped mushrooms

    Dash ground black pepper

    1⁄3 cup crumbled blue cheese or finely shredded Swiss cheese

    2 tablespoons snipped fresh chives or chopped green onion

    Red sweet pepper strips (optional)

    Snipped fresh chives or chopped green onion (optional)

    1 Preheat oven to 425°F. Lightly coat twenty-four 13⁄4-inch muffin cups with nonstick cooking spray; set aside. On a lightly floured surface unroll both piecrusts. Using a 2 3⁄4-inch round cutter, cut 24 circles of dough from piecrusts, discarding scraps. Gently press circles into prepared muffin cups, pleating as necessary to fit. Do not prick pastry.     2 Preheat oven to 400°F. On a lightly floured surface roll one sheet of the puff pastry into a 12-inch square. Cut into sixteen 3-inch squares. Top each square with about 1 teaspoon of the filling. Brush pastry edges with milk. Fold each square in half diagonally to make a triangle.     1 Preheat oven to 400°F. Remove stems from mushrooms; discard or set aside for another use. Cook mushroom caps in a small amount of boiling water in a covered saucepan for 6 to 8 minutes or until soft. Drain and invert caps on paper towels.

    2 Unfold phyllo dough. Keep covered with plastic wrap to prevent it from drying out, removing sheets as you need them. Lay one sheet of phyllo on a flat work surface. Lightly brush with some of the butter. Top with another phyllo sheet, brushing top with melted butter. Repeat with 2 more phyllo sheets, generously brushing each sheet with butter as you layer. Using a sharp knife, cut phyllo stack in half lengthwise; cut each half crosswise into three squares, making six squares. Repeat with remaining phyllo and butter to make 12 squares total.

Cut pastry crosswise into nine 1-inch strips. Cut pastry lengthwise into thirds, making a total of twenty-seven 3×1-inch strips. Place on prepared baking sheet.

    3 Bake for 10 to 12 minutes or until puffed and golden. Cool on wire racks.

    • Freeze fragile pastries that can break or crumble in single layers on baking sheets until firm. Then place them in freezer bags or airtight containers and return them to the freezer for longer storage.

    • If you must stack the pastries, separate layers with waxed paper.

quiche lorraine squares

    This elegant version of the classic Gruyère cheese and bacon pie, from the Lorraine region in France, is cut into bite-size squares.

    1 recipe Quiche Pastry Dough

    2 slices bacon

    1 cup chopped onion

    8 eggs

    2 cups half-and-half or light cream

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground black pepper

    Dash ground nutmeg

    2 cups shredded Gruyère or Swiss cheese, (8 ounces)

    1 Preheat oven to 425°F. On a lightly floured surface using a floured rolling pin, roll dough into a 17×12-inch rectangle. Fold dough in half; fold in half again. Transfer to a 15×10×1-inch baking pan. Gently unfold dough; ease into pan, allowing extra pastry to hang over edge. Fold extra pastry under, pressing onto edge of the pan.

    2 Line pastry with foil. Bake for 15 minutes. Remove foil. Bake for about 8 minutes more or until pastry is golden. Cool on a wire rack. Reduce oven temperature to 350°F.

    3 In a medium skillet cook bacon over medium heat until crisp. Drain bacon on paper towels, reserving drippings in skillet. Crumble bacon; set aside. Add onion to the reserved drippings in skillet. Cook for about  4 minutes or until tender, stirring occasionally; set aside.

    4 For filling, in a large bowl whisk together eggs, half-and-half, pepper, and nutmeg. Sprinkle Gruyère cheese, bacon, and onion evenly over crust. Slowly pour egg mixture over.

    5 Bake in the 350°F oven for about 25 minutes or until filling is set and puffed around the edges. Cool in pan on a wire rack for 15 minutes. Cut into squares. Serve warm.

    1 Line a baking sheet with parchment paper or foil; set aside. In a small bowl whisk together egg and the water; set aside. On a lightly floured surface unfold pastry. Brush with egg mixture. Cover and refrigerate remaining egg mixture.

    2 In a bowl combine Manchego cheese, pepper, and arugula. Spread evenly over pastry. Roll up pastry starting with a short side. Wrap and refrigerate for 15 minutes or for up to 2 hours.

    1 For crust, combine crushed crackers, melted butter, and Parmesan cheese in a medium bowl. Press mixture evenly on the bottom and about 1 inch up the sides of a 9-inch springform pan. Set pan aside.

    2 Preheat oven to 350°F. For filling, in a large mixing bowl beat softened cream cheese with an electric mixer on low to medium speed until smooth. Add eggs all at once. Beat on low speed just until combined. Add tub cream cheese and vinegar. Beat on low speed just until combined. Stir in sour cream, smoked salmon, and 1 tablespoon snipped dill.

    2 tablespoons snipped fresh parsley

    1 Preheat oven to 450°F. On a lightly floured surface roll piecrust from center to edge to make a circle about 12 inches in diameter. Ease pastry into a 9-inch tart pan with a removable bottom, pressing dough into fluted sides of tart pan. Trim edge. Do not prick pastry. Line pastry with a double thickness of foil. Add flour all at once, stirring vigorously. Cook and stir until mixture forms a ball that doesn’t separate. Remove from heat. Cool 5 minutes.

    2 Grease a baking sheet. Add eggs, one  at a time, to saucepan, beating with a spoon after each addition until smooth. Stir  in Gruyère cheese. Drop mounds of dough  by rounded teaspoons, about 2 inches apart, on a prepared baking sheet. Sprinkle with Parmesan cheese.

    11⁄2 cups half-and-half  or light cream

    1⁄4 teaspoon salt

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground black pepper

    36 slices baguette-style French bread, toasted

    1 Preheat oven to 375°F. Line a 13×9×2-inch baking pan with foil; grease foil.* Set aside.

    2 In a large skillet melt butter over medium heat. Cook onion in hot oil for 2 minutes. Add mushrooms and garlic. Cook and stir for about 5 minutes or until mushrooms are tender and any excess water has evaporated. Remove from heat.

    3 In a large bowl combine smoked chicken and basil. Add mushroom mixture. Toss just until mixed. Spoon chicken mixture into prepared baking pan, spreading evenly. Sprinkle with cheese.     Ground black pepper

    Purchased Alfredo pasta sauce, warmed (optional)

    1 Preheat oven to 450°F. In a medium skillet heat oil over medium heat. Cook onion and garlic in hot oil for 2 to 3 minutes or until tender and golden brown, stirring occasionally.

    2 Place the bread shell on a lightly greased baking sheet. Bake shell for 5 minutes.

    3 Sprinkle hot bread shell with 1⁄2 cup of the cheese. Arrange artichokes, olives, and cooked onion mixture on top of cheese. Sprinkle with the remaining cheese. Sprinkle lightly with pepper.

    1 In a medium bowl combine the warm water, oil, yeast, and sugar. Stir to dissolve yeast. Let stand for about 10 minutes or  until foamy.

    2 Meanwhile, in a large bowl combine  2 3⁄4 cups of the flour and the salt. Stir yeast mixture into flour mixture until combined. Stir in as much of the remaining flour as you can.

    3 Turn dough out onto a lightly floured surface. Knead in enough of the remaining flour to make a soft dough that is smooth and elastic (3 to 5 minutes).

    barbecue chicken: Spread 2 tablespoons barbecue sauce on dough. Top with 1⁄4 cup shredded cooked chicken, 1 tablespoon chopped green sweet pepper, and 2 tablespoons shredded Monterey Jack cheese.

    apple-bacon: Top dough with 5 or 6 thin slices apple. Sprinkle with 1 slice crumbled crisp-cooked bacon. Drizzle with 2 teaspoons maple syrup. If desired, sprinkle with 2 tablespoons shredded white cheddar cheese.

    thai peanut-chicken: Combine 2 tablespoons bottled peanut sauce, 1⁄4 cup shredded cooked chicken, and 1 tablespoon shredded carrot. Spoon onto dough. Sprinkle with  1 bias-sliced green onion.

    rosemary-potato: Sprinkle dough with  2 tablespoons shredded Raclette or Gruyère cheese. Top with 5 or 6 slices cooked red-skinned potato. Sprinkle with 1⁄2 teaspoon snipped fresh rosemary, dash sea salt, and a few grinds of black pepper. Drizzle with 1 to  2 teaspoons olive oil.

    chutney-grape-pistachio: Spread  2 tablespoons chutney on dough. Top with  10 halved seedless red grapes and 1 tablespoon coarsely chopped pistachios.

    balsamic–cremini–goat cheese: In a medium skillet cook 1⁄2 cup sliced cremini mushrooms in 2 teaspoons hot vegetable oil until nearly tender. Add 1 tablespoon balsamic vinegar and continue cooking until liquid evaporates and mushrooms are tender. Spread mushrooms over dough. Sprinkle with 2 tablespoons goat cheese and 1⁄2 teaspoon thyme leaves. Just before serving, drizzle with 1 teaspoon balsamic vinegar.
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homemade pizza dough

    prep: 20 minutes   rise: 50 minutes   makes: 8 (7-inch pizzas)

    Using an egg adds richness to this pizza dough. You’ll also note several risings that occur, which yield a lighter, tastier crust. Be sure to cover the dough during risings to keep it moist.

    1 package active dry yeast

    1 cup warm water (105°F to 115°F)

    1 egg

    3 tablespoons olive oil

    1⁄4 teaspoon salt

    31⁄2 to 4 cups all-purpose flour

    1 In a small bowl combine yeast with warm water. Let stand for 5 minutes.

    2 In a large mixing bowl combine egg, oil, and salt. Stir in the yeast mixture. Add  11⁄4 cups of the flour. Beat with an electric mixer on low speed for 30 seconds, scraping bowl constantly. Beat on high speed for  3 minutes. Using a wooden spoon, stir in as much of the remaining flour as you can.

    3 Turn dough out onto a lightly floured surface. Knead in enough remaining flour to make a moderately stiff dough that is smooth and elastic (6 to 8 minutes total). Lightly grease a large bowl; place dough in bowl. Cover and let dough rise in a warm place until double in size (30 minutes).

    1 recipe Homemade Pizza Dough

    2 cups shredded smoked mozzarella cheese (8 ounces)

    3⁄4 cup grated Parmigiano-Reggiano cheese

    1 cup arugula, torn   if desired

    1 Preheat oven to 375°F. Arrange prosciutto evenly over dough circles. Sprinkle with walnuts. Combine mozzarella and Parmigiano-Reggiano cheeses and sprinkle over each pizza.

    1 Lightly grease a 15×10×1-inch baking pan; set aside.

    1 Preheat oven to 400°F. In a large skillet heat 1 tablespoon oil over medium heat. Cook onion in hot oil for 5 to 7 minutes  until onion is tender but not brown, stirring often. Remove from heat. Stir in thyme, salt, and pepper.

    2 Grease a baking sheet and sprinkle with the cornmeal. Pat pizza dough into a 12x8-inch rectangle on the baking sheet. Brush pizza dough with remaining 1 tablespoon oil. Sprinkle pizza dough with Gouda cheese to within 1⁄2 inch of edges. Spoon onion mixture over the cheese.

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    mustard corn: In a small saucepan cook 1 cup fresh or frozen whole kernel corn and 1⁄2 cup diced sweet pepper in 1 tablespoon butter or margarine. Carefully place mushroom caps, stem side down, on a double thickness of paper towels to drain while preparing filling; set aside.

    2 For filling, in a large skillet heat the remaining 2 tablespoons oil over medium heat.     2 large red, green, and/or yellow sweet peppers

    Fresh herb sprigs (optional)

    1 In a small bowl combine goat cheese, milk, snipped herbs, and black pepper.

    2 Spoon cheese mixture into a piping bag fitted with a 1⁄2-inch star tip (or into a plastic bag with a corner snipped off).

    1⁄2 teaspoon salt

    11⁄2 cups all-purpose flour

    5 eggs

    11⁄2 cups shredded Gruyère, Comté, Emmentaler, or white cheddar cheese

    4 teaspoons Dijon-style mustard

    1⁄2 teaspoon ground white pepper

    1⁄8 teaspoon cayenne pepper

    2 recipes desired filling

    1 Preheat oven to 400°F. Lightly grease two large baking sheets; set aside. In a medium saucepan combine the water, butter, and salt. Bring to boiling. Add flour all at once, stirring vigorously. Cook and stir until mixture forms a ball. Remove from heat. Transfer to a large mixing bowl. Cool for 10 minutes.

    2 Add eggs, one at a time, beating with a wooden spoon after each addition until well combined. Stir in Gruyère cheese, mustard, white pepper, and cayenne pepper.

    1 to 2 teaspoons Dijon-style mustard, balsamic herb mustard, honey mustard, or other favorite mustard

    1⁄2 teaspoon dry mustard

    Salt

    Ground black pepper

    Paprika

    1 Using a sharp knife, halve 6 of the hard-cooked eggs lengthwise. Carefully remove yolks and place in a medium bowl. Cover whites and set aside. Coarsely chop the remaining hard-cooked egg.

    2 In a heavy resealable plastic bag combine the egg yolks, chopped egg, mayonnaise, mustard, and dry mustard; seal bag. Gently squeeze to combine ingredients. Season to taste with salt and pepper.

    1 tablespoon country Dijon-style mustard

    2 teaspoons caper juice or sweet or dill pickle juice

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground black pepper

    Few dashes bottled hot pepper sauce

    1 ripe but firm avocado, halved, pitted, and peeled

    2 teaspoons lemon juice

    Ground black pepper (optional)

    1 Place eggs in a single layer in a 4-quart saucepan or pot. Add enough cold water to cover the eggs by at least 1 inch.     1 Preheat oven to 400°F. Scrub potatoes thoroughly with a vegetable brush; pat  dry. Rub potatoes with oil. Wrap each potato in foil. Bake potatoes for 50 to 60 minutes or until tender. Remove and discard foil. Let potatoes stand for about 10 minutes to cool slightly. Cut the potatoes in half lengthwise.     1 Drain cherry peppers, pepperoncini, and olives. Slit a 1⁄2-inch cross in the side of each cherry pepper and a 1-inch cross in the side of each pepperoncini. Drain any juices from inside peppers.

    2 Count the number of peppers and cut the prosciutto crosswise into that many thin strips; set aside. Cut provolone and Monterey Jack cheeses into 1⁄2-inch cubes.

    3 Wrap a prosciutto strip around each piece of provolone. Stuff into prepared peppers. Stuff each olive with a cube of Monterey Jack cheese. Place peppers and olives in a shallow container.

    4 Whisk oil and vinegar. Drizzle over olives and peppers.

    prep: 20 minutes   marinate: 4 hours   grill: 12 minutes    makes: about 30 servings

    Inspired by Korean beef, known as Bul-Kogi, these little skewers make a great grilled appetizer.

    12 ounces beef flank steak

    2 tablespoons soy sauce

    2 tablespoons toasted sesame oil

    1 green onion, sliced

    11⁄2 teaspoons sugar

    11⁄2 teaspoons dry sherry (optional)

    2 cloves garlic, minced

    1⁄2 teaspoon sesame seeds

    1⁄2 teaspoon crushed red pepper

    2 small orange and/or red sweet peppers, quartered

    4 limes, each cut into  8 wedges

    3⁄4 cup fresh pea pods, trimmed and halved crosswise diagonally

    30 grape and/or cherry tomatoes

    Sesame seeds

    1 Trim fat from meat. Score both sides of meat in a diamond pattern by making shallow diagonal cuts at 1-inch intervals.  Place meat in a resealable plastic bag set in  a shallow dish.

    2 For marinade, in a small bowl combine soy sauce, sesame oil, green onion, sugar, sherry (if desired), garlic, the 1⁄2 teaspoon sesame seeds, and the crushed red pepper. Pour marinade over meat; seal bag. Turn to coat meat. Marinate in the refrigerator for  4 to 24 hours, turning bag occasionally. Drain meat, discarding marinade.

    3 For a charcoal grill, place meat on the rack of an uncovered grill directly over medium coals. Grill for 12 to 14 minutes or until medium (160°F), turning once halfway through grilling.     5 To serve, thread meat pieces, sweet pepper pieces, pea pods, and tomatoes onto wooden skewers. Sprinkle with additional sesame seeds and serve with the grilled  lime wedges.

    1 tablespoon grated fresh ginger

    1 teaspoon finely shredded orange peel

    1⁄3 cup thinly bias-sliced green onion

    1⁄4 cup bottled hoisin sauce

    1 16-ounce package hot roll mix

    1 egg, lightly beaten

    1 tablespoon water

    Black and/or white sesame seeds

    1 For filling, in a large skillet heat oil over medium heat. Cook and stir meat and crushed red pepper in hot oil for 3 minutes. Add bok choy, ginger, and orange peel. Cook and stir for 2 to 3 minutes or until bok choy wilts. Stir in green onion and hoisin sauce;  set aside.

    2 Lightly grease two baking sheets. Prepare hot roll mix according to package directions. Divide dough into 24 portions; shape into balls. On a lightly floured surface roll or pat balls of dough into 31⁄2-inch circles.

    3 For each bun, place about 1 tablespoon of the filling in the center of a dough circle. Moisten edge of dough with a little water. Bring dough up around filling; pinch dough together to seal.     1⁄4 cup frozen chopped spinach, thawed and squeezed dry

    1⁄4 cup canned water chestnuts, drained and chopped

    2 green onions, chopped

    1 egg white

    2 tablespoons soy sauce

    1 tablespoon grated fresh ginger

    2 teaspoons finely shredded lemon peel

    2 teaspoons sesame oil (not toasted)

    1⁄4 to 1⁄2 teaspoon crushed red pepper

    1⁄4 teaspoon salt

    32 gyoza wrappers

    1⁄4 cup sesame oil  (not toasted)

    1 For filling, combine shrimp, mushrooms, spinach, water chestnuts, green onions, egg white, soy sauce, ginger, lemon peel, the 2 teaspoons oil, the 1⁄4 to 1⁄2 teaspoon crushed red pepper, the salt, and black pepper.     1 For filling, combine soy sauce, sugar, cornstarch, oil, and pepper; set aside. In a large skillet heat 1 tablespoon butter over medium-high heat.     1 cup finely shredded napa cabbage

    1 medium carrot, coarsely shredded

    2 green onions, chopped

    1⁄4 cup fresh cilantro leaves

    1⁄4 cup fresh mint leaves

    2 tablespoons chopped dry-roasted cashews

    1 tablespoon rice vinegar

    1 teaspoon packed brown sugar

Pull gently and carefully on the edges of the paper to straighten while it is still warm.

    5 Spoon a scant 1⁄4 cup of the filling across the lower third of the softened rice paper. Arrange two shrimp halves and fresh herbs on top of the filling. Fold bottom of rice paper over filling; fold in the sides of the rice paper. Tightly roll up. Place, seam side down, on a large plate. Repeat with remaining rice papers, filling, and shrimp. Cover and chill for up to 6 hours. Serve with chili sauce.

    1 Preheat oven to 300°F. For each egg roll, place an egg roll wrapper on a flat surface with a corner pointing toward you. Spoon 1⁄4 cup filling across and just below center of egg roll wrapper. Fold bottom corner over filling, tucking it under on the other side. Fold side corners over filling, forming an envelope shape. Roll egg roll toward remaining corner. Moisten top corner with water; press firmly  to seal.

    2 In a heavy saucepan or deep-fat fryer heat 11⁄2 inches oil to 365°F. Fry egg rolls, a few at a time, for 2 to 3 minutes or until golden brown. Drain on paper towels. Keep warm in oven while frying remaining egg rolls. Serve warm egg rolls with sweet-and-sour sauce or hot mustard.

    1⁄4 cup sugar

    1 small fresh or canned beet, halved, or 6 or 7 drops red food coloring (optional)

    11⁄2 teaspoons salt

    1⁄2 teaspoon ground white pepper

    1 Trim small knobs from ginger. Peel. Using a vegetable peeler or small mandoline, carefully cut enough of the ginger into about 1⁄8-inch-thick slices to measure 1 cup.

    2 In a medium saucepan combine vinegar, sugar, beet or food coloring (if desired), salt, and white pepper. Bring to boiling. Add ginger; reduce heat. Cover and simmer for 30 to 40 minutes or until softened. Cool for 1 hour. Remove and discard beet (if using). Transfer mixture to an airtight container.  Cover and chill overnight before using.

    3 If desired, use a slotted spoon to serve pickled ginger.

    • rice: While many larger supermarkets carry sushi-style rice, head to your local Asian market for the best quality and flavor. Also known as Japanese short grain white rice or japonica rice, sushi rice contains the right amount of starch to cook up glossy and sticky but not mushy or dry.

    • rice paddle: This flat, round wooden paddle comes in handy for turning and cooling the rice after cooking. Soaking it in water before using prevents it from sticking to  the rice.

    • sushi mat: Made from long, slender bamboo sticks held together by cotton string, the sushi mat works as a guide for rolling sushi. Find the thin, square mat at specialty kitchen stores or Asian food stores.

    • wasabi: Also called Japanese horseradish, wasabi is the root of an Asian plant. It has a sharp, spicy flavor that, when ground into paste, serves as a traditional sushi accompaniment. Look for wasabi powders and pastes at Asian food stores.


    

  

 


california sushi rolls

    prep: 30 minutes   cook: 15 minutes   cool: 45 minutes   makes: 12 pieces

    When cutting the sushi rolls, use a sharp knife. To prevent sticking, coat the knife with nonstick cooking spray.

    1 recipe Sushi Rice Filling

    2 8-inch square sheets nori (seaweed)

    2 to 4 thin 8-inch-long strips of cucumber

    1 to 2 ounces cooked crabmeat or leg-style imitation crabmeat, cut into thin strips

    1⁄4 of an avocado, pitted, peeled, and sliced

    Wasabi paste

    Soy sauce

    Bottled pickled sushi ginger (optional)

    1 Line a sushi mat with plastic wrap. Place a sheet of nori on top of plastic wrap. Using moistened fingers, spread 1 cup of the filling over nori, leaving 1⁄2 inch uncovered at the far side of the mat. Arrange half of the cucumber, half of the crabmeat, and half of the avocado in strips just below the center.

    2 Using the mat as a guide, roll nori tightly into a spiral, starting with the filled side and rolling toward the unfilled side. Press unfilled edge over top of roll, brushing with water to seal, if necessary. Repeat to make another sushi roll, using the remaining nori, filling, cucumber, crabmeat, and avocado.

    3 To serve, cut each sushi roll into six slices. Serve with wasabi paste, soy sauce, and pickled ginger (if desired).

Cover and simmer for 15 minutes (rice should be sticky). Remove from heat. Stir in 1 tablespoon sugar and 1 tablespoon sake or dry sherry, if desired. Cool for at least 45 minutes or until room temperature. Fluff rice with a fork. Makes about 2 cups.
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    Because the rice is sticky, moisten your fingers with water, then use them to spread the filling over the nori. Leave 1⁄2 inch of nori uncovered at one end so you can seal the edge once it is rolled.
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    Arrange the cucumber strips, crabmeat strips, and avocado slices in a straight line just below the center of the rice-covered nori. This allows you to roll the nori and rice up and over the veggies, enclosing them in the center of the roll.
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    Using the sushi mat as a guide, start with the filled side and tightly roll the nori toward the unfilled end. Then brush the unfilled end with water and press it against the roll to seal.
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    Before cutting each piece of sushi, spray a sharp knife with nonstick cooking spray. Use a back-and-forth sawing motion to cut clean, straight-edge slices.

If desired, steam and chill before stuffing; replace tops of pattypan squash after stuffing.

    3 For lettuce bowls, select the smallest romaine or butterhead (Boston or bibb) lettuce leaves. Rinse lettuce; pat dry with paper towels.

    4 Using a measuring teaspoon dipped in water, stuff each vegetable bowl with a scant 2 teaspoons of the filling. If desired, sprinkle with sesame seeds and garnish with cilantro. Serve within 2 hours.

    1 pound frozen peeled cooked shrimp with tails (21 to 25 shrimp), thawed

    1⁄2 cup bottled pickled sushi ginger, cut into small pieces (optional)

    Fresh chives or green onion tops, cut into thin strips

    Wasabi paste (optional)

    1 Using a lemon zester or fork, score cucumber lengthwise. Cut into 1⁄4-inch-thick slices. Using moistened fingers, scoop up a scant tablespoon of the filling and place on top of a cucumber slice. Repeat with the remaining filling and the remaining cucumber slices.

    1⁄3 cup finely chopped onion

    1 clove garlic, finely chopped

    1⁄4 teaspoon salt

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground cumin

    1⁄8 teaspoon cayenne pepper

    1⁄4 cup chopped pitted ripe olives

    3 tablespoons tomato puree

    1 tablespoon golden raisins

    2 teaspoons finely shredded lime peel

    1 17.3-ounce package frozen puff pastry sheets (2 sheets), thawed

    1 egg, lightly beaten

    1 tablespoon water

    Bottled green salsa (optional)

    1 Preheat oven to 400°F. Line a large baking sheet with parchment paper or foil; set aside. For filling, in a medium-size skillet cook ground beef, onion, and garlic over medium-high heat until meat is brown. Drain off fat. Stir in salt, cumin, and cayenne pepper. Cook and stir for 2 minutes. Stir in olives, tomato puree, raisins, and lime peel. Remove from heat. Cool for about 10 minutes.

    2 Meanwhile, on a lightly floured surface unfold pastry. Using a 3-inch round cookie cutter, cut each sheet into nine rounds  (18 total).

    3 Spoon a scant tablespoon of the filling onto each pastry round. In a small bowl combine egg and the water. Lightly brush edges of pastry rounds with egg mixture. Fold each round in half. Press edges together with a fork to seal. Prick each top several times. Place on the prepared baking sheet. Lightly brush tops and sides with egg mixture.

    4 Bake for 18 to 20 minutes or until pastries are puffed and golden brown. Let stand for 5 minutes before serving. If desired, serve with green salsa.

    Serve this fiesta food buffet-style. Place an assortment of toppers in small bowls next to the meat-filled corn tortilla cups and let guests add their own toppings.

    11⁄2 pounds boneless pork shoulder or beef chuck roast, cut into 2-inch chunks

    1 8-ounce can tomato sauce

    2 canned chipotle chile peppers in adobo sauce

    1 teaspoon cumin seeds

    4 cloves garlic, minced

    2 cups masa harina (corn tortilla flour)

    1 cup finely shredded cheddar cheese  (4 ounces)

    1 teaspoon baking powder

    1⁄4 cup lard or shortening

    1 egg yolk

    1 cup warm water

    Assorted toppers (dairy sour cream, chopped tomatoes, finely shredded cheddar cheese, and/or sliced green onions; optional)

    1 In a 31⁄2- or 4-quart slow cooker combine meat, tomato sauce, peppers, cumin seeds, garlic, 1⁄2 cup water, and 1⁄2 teaspoon salt. Cover and cook on low heat setting for 8 to 10 hours or on high heat setting for 4 to 5 hours.

    2 Remove meat; cool until easy to handle. Strain and reserve cooking liquid. Using two forks, shred meat. Stir in enough liquid to moisten. Cover and chill meat mixture and liquid until needed or up to 3 days.

    3 Preheat oven to 375°F. To prepare chalupas,  in a medium bowl combine masa harina, cheese, baking powder, and 1⁄2 teaspoon salt. In a large mixing bowl beat lard and egg yolk with an electric mixer on medium speed until light and fluffy. Alternately add masa mixture and warm water to mixture until soft dough forms. (If necessary, add more water, 1 teaspoon at a time, to make a soft dough that is easy to handle.)

    4 Using a tablespoon of dough each, shape 32 smooth 1-inch balls. Place 3 inches apart on a very large greased baking sheet. Flatten each ball to a 2 3⁄4-inch circle and build up edges slightly. Bake, uncovered, about 15 minutes or until set and bottoms are lightly browned. Cool on baking sheet. Use immediately or place in an airtight container and store at room temperature for up to 2 days.

    5 To serve, preheat oven to 350°F. Transfer meat mixture to a large skillet; cook and stir mixture over medium heat until heated through, adding cooking liquid, if necessary, to moisten. Meanwhile, return chalupas to baking sheet. Bake, uncovered, for 8 to 10 minutes or until heated through. Spoon on shredded meat mixture. If desired, add toppers.

    2 tablespoons olive oil

    1 medium red sweet pepper, cut into bite-size pieces

    3⁄4 cup chopped onion  (1 large)

    1⁄3 cup chopped celery

    1⁄2 of a 28-ounce can Italian-style whole peeled tomatoes in puree, drained

    1⁄2 cup chopped pitted green olives

    1⁄4 cup golden raisins

    3 tablespoons white wine vinegar

    1 tablespoon capers, rinsed and drained

    1 teaspoon sugar

    1⁄4 teaspoon salt

    Dash cayenne pepper

    1 medium eggplant, peeled and cut into 1-inch cubes

    2 tablespoons olive oil

    1⁄4 cup pine nuts, lightly toasted*

    1 recipe Toasted Italian Bread

    1 In a large saucepan heat 2 tablespoons oil over medium heat. Cook sweet pepper in hot oil for 5 to 8 minutes or until tender. Using a slotted spoon, remove pepper from pan. Add  onion and celery to pan. Cook for 5 to 8 minutes or until just tender.

    2 Add tomatoes, olives, raisins, vinegar, capers, sugar, salt, and cayenne pepper to pan. Cook, uncovered, over low heat for 15 minutes, stirring occasionally. Stir in sweet pepper.

    1 Preheat oven to 350°F. Trim ends of polenta. Cut polenta into twelve 1⁄2-inch-thick slices. Brush polenta slices with 1 tablespoon of the oil. Place polenta slices on a baking sheet. Bake for 10 to 15 minutes or until heated through.

    2 Meanwhile, in a 10-inch skillet heat remaining 1 tablespoon oil over medium heat. Cook and stir sweet pepper strips, salt, and crushed red pepper in hot oil until pepper strips are tender. Stir in the olives.

    2 tablespoons chopped pitted ripe olives

    2 tablespoons snipped fresh basil

    1 Preheat oven to 350°F. Line twenty-four 13⁄4-inch muffin cups with paper liners; set aside. In a small bowl combine panko, walnuts, and dried basil. Stir in butter. Spoon a slightly rounded teaspoon of panko mixture onto the bottoms of each lined cup. Press into bottoms using the rounded side of a measuring teaspoon; set aside.

    2 In a medium mixing bowl beat cream cheese with an electric mixer on medium speed until light and fluffy. Add feta and egg. Beat until combined. Stir in sour cream. Spoon about 1 tablespoon filling into each crust-lined muffin cup.

    3 Bake for 12 to 15 minutes or until filling appears set. Cool in pan on a wire rack for 10 minutes. Carefully remove to a serving platter. Serve warm topped with olives and basil.

marinated feta and olives

    prep: 30 minutes   marinate: 4 hours   makes: 20 (1⁄4-cup) servings

    Have this ready-to-devour hors d’oeuvre waiting in the fridge when guests arrive. All you’ll need for serving is a pretty bowl and frilly toothpicks.

    1 pound feta cheese, cut into 1⁄2-inch cubes

    1 cup pitted kalamata olives

    1 cup pitted green olives

    1⁄2 cup bottled roasted red sweet pepper, cut into strips

    1 red onion, cut into thin wedges

    1⁄2 cup olive oil

    1⁄2 cup balsamic vinegar

    4 cloves garlic, minced

    1 tablespoon snipped fresh thyme leaves

    2 teaspoons snipped fresh oregano

    1⁄2 teaspoon cracked black pepper

    1 In a large glass or stainless-steel bowl combine cheese, kalamata and green olives, sweet pepper, and onion.

    2 In a screw-top jar combine oil, vinegar, garlic, thyme, oregano, and black pepper. Cover and shake well. Pour over mixture in bowl. Toss gently to coat.

    3 Cover and marinate in the refrigerator for 4 to 6 hours before serving. Serve with toothpicks.

mediterranean-spiced olives

    prep: 20 minutes   marinate: 24 hours   stand: 1 hour   makes: 16 servings

    Just a handful of ingredients turns a simple jar of olives into  a delicacy.

    1 16-ounce jar cracked green olives, drained

    2⁄3 cup bottled roasted red sweet pepper*, drained and thinly sliced

    1⁄3 cup olive oil

    3 tablespoons drained capers

    3 tablespoons sherry vinegar

    2 tablespoons snipped fresh rosemary

    1 tablespoon ground cumin

    4 cloves garlic, slivered

    1⁄2 to 3⁄4 teaspoon crushed red pepper

    1 In a medium glass or stainless steel bowl combine olives, sweet pepper, oil, capers, vinegar, rosemary, cumin, garlic, and crushed red pepper. Cover and marinate in the refrigerator for 24 hours.

    2 To serve, let stand at room temperature for 1 hour.

    To roast sweet peppers, preheat oven to 425°F. Quarter 2 sweet peppers lengthwise; remove and discard stems, seeds, and membranes. Place pepper quarters, cut sides down, on a foil-lined baking sheet. Roast for 20 to 25 minutes or until pepper skins are blistered and dark. Bring foil up around peppers to enclose. Let stand for about 15 minutes or until cool. Using a sharp knife, loosen edges of the skins; gently pull off the skin in strips and discard. Chop enough of the roasted peppers to equal 1 cup.


    

  

 


greek-stuffed turkey roulade

    prep: 35 minutes   roast: 30 minutes   stand: 10 minutes   oven: 400°F   makes: about 20 servings

    Wrapped with goodness, tender turkey encases a savory herbed sweet pepper, dried tomato, and feta cheese filling. The fact that it is rolled makes it a roulade (pronounced roo-LAHD).

    2 12- to 14-ounce turkey breast tenderloins

    1⁄2 teaspoon salt

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground black pepper

    1 cup chopped roasted yellow sweet pepper* (see note, opposite)

    1⁄2 cup crumbled feta cheese (2 ounces)

    1⁄4 cup oil-packed dried tomato, drained and chopped

    1⁄4 cup snipped fresh basil

    2 teaspoons snipped fresh thyme

    3 cloves garlic, minced

    1 tablespoon olive oil

    Fresh basil leaves (optional)

    1 Preheat oven to 400°F. Line a 15×10×1-inch baking pan with foil. Place a rack in the foil-lined pan; set aside. Make a lengthwise cut down the center of each turkey tenderloin, cutting almost to, but not through, the other side. Spread open. Place each tenderloin between two pieces of plastic wrap. Working from the center to the edges, pound turkey lightly with the flat side of a meat mallet until about 1⁄4 inch thick. Remove wrap. Sprinkle turkey with the salt and black pepper.

    2 For stuffing, in a medium bowl combine sweet pepper, cheese, dried tomato, the snipped basil, the thyme, and garlic.

    3 Spread stuffing over turkey portions to within 1⁄2 inch of the edges. Starting from a long side, roll up each portion into a spiral. Tie at 2-inch intervals with 100-percent-cotton kitchen string. Brush rolls with oil and sprinkle with additional salt and black pepper. Place rolls on the rack in the prepared baking pan.

    4 Roast, uncovered, for 30 to 35 minutes or until turkey is no longer pink (170°F). Remove from oven. Cover loosely with foil; let stand for 10 minutes before slicing. Remove and discard string. Cut rolls into 1-inch-thick slices. Serve warm. If desired, serve on basil leaves.

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roasted mushrooms with fresh sage

    prep: 30 minutes   roast: 30 minutes   stand: 2 to 6 hours (tapenade)    oven: 450°F   makes: 8 to 10 servings

    Roasting the mushrooms brings out their earthiness, while garlic, a splash of sherry, and fresh sage leaves take them one step further to fabulous.

    3 pounds assorted fresh mushrooms (such as chanterelle, shiitake, button, cremini, morel, and/or oyster)

    3 heads garlic

    3 tablespoons butter, melted

    3 tablespoons olive oil

    1⁄2 teaspoon salt

    1⁄2 teaspoon ground black pepper

    Dry sherry or port

    1⁄4 cup fresh sage leaves, coarsely torn

    1 8-ounce carton dairy sour cream

    2 to 3 tablespoons prepared horseradish

    Coarsely crushed pink peppercorns

    1 recipe Roasted Red Pepper and Black Olive Tapenade

    Toasted baguette slices

    1 Preheat oven to 450°F. If using shiitake and/or oyster mushrooms, remove and discard stems. Brush any dirt off mushrooms, leaving mushrooms whole (you should have about 16 cups). Remove loose outer skins of garlic heads. Trim stem ends to expose cloves; break apart cloves.

    2 Place mushrooms and garlic in a large roasting pan. In a small bowl combine butter and oil. Drizzle over mushrooms and garlic. Toss to coat. Sprinkle with salt and black pepper. Roast about 30 minutes or until mushrooms are tender and garlic cloves are soft, stirring twice. Transfer mushrooms and garlic to a serving platter. Splash with sherry; sprinkle with sage.

    3 In a small bowl combine sour cream and horseradish; sprinkle with crushed peppercorns. Serve mushrooms and garlic with sour cream mixture, Roasted Red Pepper and Black Olive Tapenade, and toasted baguette slices.

cranberry-pistachio pâté

    prep: 30 minutes   chill: 12 hours   bake: 1 hour 30 minutes   oven: 350°F   makes: 24 servings

    Accompany this coarse-textured country-style spread with apple or pear slices or toasted baguette rounds.

    1 egg, lightly beaten

    3⁄4 cup dried cranberries

    1⁄2 cup chopped shallots or onion

    1⁄2 cup chopped pistachio

    1⁄3 cup port wine or cranberry juice

    1⁄4 cup half-and-half or light cream

    1⁄4 cup fine dry breadcrumbs

    2 teaspoons dried sage leaves, crushed, or  1⁄2 teaspoon ground sage

    1 teaspoon salt

    1 teaspoon ground black pepper

    2 cloves garlic, minced

    1 pound lean ground beef

    1 pound lean ground pork

    Stone-ground mustard

    1 Preheat oven to 350°F. Lightly coat a 9×5×3-inch loaf pan with cooking spray; set aside.

    2 In a large bowl combine egg, cranberries, shallot, nuts, wine, half-and-half, breadcrumbs, sage, salt, pepper, and garlic; mix well. Add ground beef and pork; mix well. Press mixture into prepared pan. Cover tightly with foil.

    3 Bake for 11⁄2 hours. Remove pan from oven. Cool slightly. Uncover. Carefully pour off drippings, leaving pâté in pan. Cover pâté loosely with foil. Place several heavy cans of food in another 9×5×3-inch loaf pan to serve as a weight. Place pan on top of the covered pâté. Chill for 12 to 24 hours.

    4 Remove weighted pan and foil. If necessary, loosen sides of pâté. Invert onto a serving platter. Cut in half lengthwise and then into thin slices. Serve pâté with stone-ground mustard.

chicken liver pâté

    prep: 15 minutes   chill: 3 hours   cook: 10 minutes    makes: 8 (2-tablespoon) servings

    If you love chicken livers, you’ll love this elegant spread. Plan ahead for several hours of chilling to let the flavors blend.

    2 slices bacon

    8 ounces chicken livers

    1 medium onion, chopped (1⁄2 cup)

    4 cloves garlic, minced

    2 tablespoons dry white wine or milk

    1⁄4 teaspoon salt

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground black pepper

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground nutmeg or  1⁄8 teaspoon ground allspice

    Snipped fresh parsley or chives (optional)

    Assorted crackers

    1 In a large skillet cook bacon until crisp. Drain bacon on paper towels, reserving 2 tablespoons drippings in skillet. Crumble bacon; set aside.

    2 Add chicken livers, onion, and garlic to reserved drippings in skillet. Cook and stir over medium heat for about 5 minutes or until livers are no longer pink. Cool slightly.

    3 In a food processor or blender combine crumbled bacon, chicken liver mixture, wine, salt, pepper, and nutmeg. Cover and process or blend just until combined (mixture will be soft). Spoon liver mixture into a crock or several small ramekins. (Or line a 1-cup mold or bowl with plastic wrap; spoon in liver mixture.) Cover and chill for 3 to 24 hours.

    4 To serve, place crock or ramekins on a serving plate. (Or uncover and invert mold or bowl onto a platter.) If desired, sprinkle with parsley. Serve pâté with crackers.

    8 ounces portobello mushrooms

    2 tablespoons butter

    1⁄4 cup dry white wine

    1 8-ounce package cream cheese, softened

    2 tablespoons butter, softened

    11⁄2 teaspoons snipped fresh rosemary

    2 cloves garlic, minced

    1⁄4 teaspoon salt

    1⁄4 teaspoon white pepper

    Toasted baguette-style French bread slices

    1 Trim down mushroom stems to be even with caps, discarding stems. Lightly rinse mushrooms; pat dry with paper towels. Finely chop mushrooms.

    2 In a large skillet heat 2 tablespoons butter over medium heat. Cook mushrooms in  hot butter about 5 minutes or until mushrooms are tender and most of the liquid evaporates. Carefully add wine. Cook for 2 minutes more or until most of the liquid evaporates.

    3 In a medium mixing bowl combine mushrooms, cream cheese, the softened butter, rosemary, garlic, salt, and pepper. Beat with an electric mixer on medium speed until nearly smooth. Cover and chill for 3 to 24 hours.

    4 Serve pâté on toasted baguette slices.

    prep: 20 minutes   cook: 7 to 8 hours (low) or 31⁄2 to 4 hours (high)    makes: 8 servings

    Barley adds both a chewy texture and a nutty flavor to this hearty appetizer soup. Look for barley next to the rice at your supermarket.

    12 ounces boneless  beef chuck, cut into 1⁄2-inch cubes

    4 cups water

    1 101⁄2-ounce can condensed French onion soup

    1 cup shredded carrot

    1⁄2 cup medium pearl barley

    1 teaspoon dried thyme or oregano, crushed

    Salt

    Ground black pepper

    1 Coat an unheated large skillet with nonstick cooking spray. Preheat over medium heat. Add meat to hot skillet; cook until brown. Drain off fat.

    2 In a 31⁄2- to 41⁄2-quart slow cooker combine meat, the water, French onion soup, carrot, pearl barley, and thyme.

    3 Cover and cook on low heat setting for  7 to 8 hours or on high heat setting for  31⁄2 to 4 hours. Season to taste with salt  and pepper.

    1⁄4 cup butter

    1⁄2 cup chopped red sweet pepper

    1⁄2 cup all-purpose flour

    6 cups chicken broth*

    2 cups chopped cooked chicken (10 ounces)

    1 10-ounce package frozen chopped spinach, thawed and well drained

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground nutmeg

    1 cup half-and-half  or light cream

    Ground nutmeg (optional)

    1 recipe Star-Shaped Croutons (optional)

    1 In a large saucepan melt butter over medium heat. Cook pepper in hot butter for 2 to 3 minutes or until tender. Stir in flour. Cook and stir for 1 minute. Stir in chicken broth. Cook and stir until slightly thickened and bubbly.

    2 Add the chicken, spinach, and the  1⁄4 teaspoon nutmeg. Stir in half-and-half. Heat through. If desired, sprinkle individual servings with additional nutmeg. If desired, serve with Star-Shaped Croutons.

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chicken–wild rice soup

    prep: 25 minutes   cook: 35 minutes   makes: 8 servings

    This soup combines wild rice with a rich, creamy blend of chicken, mushrooms, and whipping cream.

    3 14-ounce cans chicken broth

    1 cup coarsely chopped carrot

    1⁄2 cup wild rice, rinsed and drained

    1⁄2 cup chopped celery

    1⁄2 cup chopped onion

    2 cups sliced fresh mushrooms

    2 tablespoons butter

    1⁄4 cup all-purpose flour

    1⁄4 teaspoon salt

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground black pepper

    1 cup whipping cream

    2 cups chopped cooked chicken (10 ounces)

    Snipped fresh chives (optional)

    Sliced baguette-style French bread, toasted (optional)

    1 In a large pot combine 2 cans of the broth, the carrot, rice, celery, and onion. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Cover and simmer for  35 to 40 minutes or until wild rice is tender but still chewy; add the mushrooms for the last  5 minutes of cooking.

    2 Meanwhile, in a medium saucepan melt butter over medium heat. Stir in flour, salt, and pepper. Add the remaining 1 can broth. Cook and stir until thickened and bubbly.  Cook and stir for 1 minute more. Stir in whipping cream.

    3 Add whipping cream mixture to wild rice mixture, stirring constantly. Stir in chicken; heat through. If desired, garnish each serving with chives and serve with bread slices.

    This soup owes its extraordinary flavor to Yukon gold potatoes, artichoke hearts, and a blend of seasonings.

    3 tablespoons butter

    1 large onion, finely chopped

    1 stalk celery, sliced

    2 cloves garlic, minced

    3 tablespoons all-purpose flour

    2 14-ounce cans reduced-sodium chicken broth

    1 141⁄2-ounce can diced tomatoes, undrained

    8 ounces skinless, boneless chicken breast halves, cut into 1-inch pieces

    1 large Yukon gold potato, peeled and chopped

    1 medium carrot, peeled and sliced

    1⁄2 teaspoon dried rosemary, crushed

    1⁄2 teaspoon dried thyme, crushed

    1⁄2 teaspoon dried parsley flakes

    1⁄4 teaspoon cayenne pepper

    1 14-ounce can artichoke hearts, drained and quartered

    2 tablespoons grated Parmesan cheese

    1 In a large pot melt butter over medium heat. Cook onion and celery in hot butter for about 4 minutes or until tender. Add garlic. Cook for 1 minute. Stir in flour. Cook for about  1 minute or until lightly browned. Stir in broth, 2 cups water, tomatoes, chicken, potato, carrot, dried herbs, cayenne pepper, 1⁄2 teaspoon salt, and 1⁄4  teaspoon ground black pepper. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Cover and simmer for  55 minutes.

    2 Stir in artichoke hearts. Heat through. Serve with grated cheese.

    prep: 30 minutes   cook: 11⁄2 hours   makes: 8 servings

    Rev up this colorful blend of pasta and vegetables by using hot Italian sausage rather than mild.

    1 pound Italian sausage (casings removed, if present)

    1 large onion, chopped

    1 medium carrot, chopped

    1 stalk celery, chopped

    8 cups chicken broth

    1 141⁄2-ounce can diced tomatoes, undrained

    1 8-ounce can tomato sauce

    1 clove garlic, minced

    1 teaspoon dried oregano, crushed

    1⁄2 teaspoon dried rosemary, crushed

    1⁄2 teaspoon dried basil, crushed

    1⁄4 teaspoon dried thyme, crushed

    1⁄4 teaspoon fennel seeds, crushed

    1 bay leaf

    1⁄2 cup dried orzo or finely broken cappellini pasta

    Finely shredded Parmesan cheese (optional)

    1 In a 4-quart Dutch oven combine sausage, onion, carrot, and celery. Cook over medium heat until sausage browns. Drain off fat. Add broth, tomatoes, tomato sauce, garlic, oregano, rosemary, basil, thyme, fennel seeds, and bay leaf to sausage mixture. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Cover and simmer for 1 hour.

    2 Add uncooked pasta to sausage mixture. Return to boiling; reduce heat. Cook, uncovered, for 30 minutes more. Discard  bay leaf. If desired, serve with shredded Parmesan cheese.

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cheddar cheese soup

    prep: 40 minutes   cook: 25 minutes   makes: 12 servings

    The flavor of this creamy melted cheese soup depends on the quality of the cheese, so if you can, splurge on a good sharp cheddar. Both wine and beer go well with this soup.

    1 tablespoon olive oil

    1⁄2 cup sliced celery  (1 stalk)

    1 cup coarsely chopped onion 

    4 cloves garlic, sliced

    3 14-ounce cans reduced-sodium chicken broth

    2 12-ounce cans evaporated fat-free milk

    1⁄2 cup all-purpose flour

    2 cups shredded cheddar cheese  (8 ounces)

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground white pepper (optional)

    Shredded cheddar cheese (optional)

    1 In a large pot heat oil over medium heat. Cook celery, onion, and garlic in hot oil for 3 to 5 minutes or until tender. Add broth. Bring  to boiling; reduce heat. Cover and simmer for  25 minutes.

    2 Pour mixture through a fine-mesh strainer. Reserve broth; discard vegetables. Return broth to Dutch oven. In a screw-top jar, combine evaporated milk and flour. Cover and shake well until smooth. Stir into broth. Cook and stir until thickened and bubbly.

    3 Add the 2 cups cheese. Cook and stir over low heat until cheese melts. If desired, stir in white pepper. If desired, sprinkle each serving with additional shredded cheese.

    Here are tips for serving party soups.

    • Offer a variety of soup toppings, such as tiny oyster crackers, tortilla strips, small croutons, grated cheeses, miniature cheese crackers, dairy sour cream, sliced green onions, and sliced jalapeño chile peppers.

    • To keep soup flavorful and safe to eat when your party will last for several hours, regularly refill the serving bowl with hot soup. Keep the remaining soup hot on the stove top or in a slow cooker.


    

  

 


shrimp and coconut soup

    start to finish: 15 minutes   makes: 5 servings

    The enjoyment-to-effort ratio on this Caribbean-style soup is really high! Just five ingredients and about 15 minutes stack up to a terrific starter for a special meal.

    8 ounces fresh or frozen peeled and deveined small shrimp

    2 14-ounce cans chicken broth

    4 ounces dried angel-hair pasta or vermicelli, broken into 2-inch pieces

    1 tablespoon curry powder

    1 cup purchased unsweetened coconut milk

    Sliced green onion or snipped fresh chives

    1 Thaw shrimp, if frozen. Rinse shrimp; pat dry with paper towels. Set aside.

    2 In a large saucepan bring broth to boiling. Add pasta and curry powder; return to boiling. Boil gently for 3 minutes. Add shrimp. Cook for 2 to 3 minutes more or until shrimp are opaque and pasta is tender. Stir in coconut milk; heat through. Sprinkle each serving with green onion.

    2 tablespoons cornstarch

    2 tablespoons dry sherry

    Fresh dill sprigs (optional)

    1 Thaw salmon, if frozen. Rinse salmon; pat dry with paper towels. Slice off and discard salmon skin. Remove and discard bones. Cut salmon into 1⁄2-inch pieces; set aside. In a  large saucepan melt butter over medium heat. Cook mushrooms and leek in hot butter until tender. Stir in broth, dill, salt, and pepper. Bring to boiling.

    1 cup chopped onion

    1 teaspoon instant chicken bouillon granules

    1 teaspoon Worcestershire sauce

    1⁄4 teaspoon dried thyme, crushed

    1⁄8 teaspoon ground black pepper

    2 cups milk

    1 cup half-and-half  or light cream

    2 tablespoons  all-purpose flour

    1 If using shucked clams, chop them, reserving the liquid; set clams aside. Strain clam liquid to remove bits of shell. (Or drain canned clams, reserving the liquid.) If necessary, add enough water to reserved clam liquid to measure 1 cup total; set liquid aside.

    2 In a large saucepan cook bacon until crisp. Drain bacon on paper towels, reserving  1 tablespoon drippings. Crumble bacon;  set aside.

    1 6-ounce package frozen crabmeat, thawed and drained

    1⁄4 cup dry white wine or dry sherry

    Snipped fresh parsley (optional)

    1 In a medium saucepan combine cauliflower and the water. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Cover and simmer for about 4 minutes or just until crisp-tender. Do not drain. Cut up any large pieces of cauliflower; set aside.

    2 cups cubed red-skin potatoes  (2 medium)

    1 teaspoon dried thyme, crushed

    1⁄8 teaspoon cayenne pepper

    1⁄8 teaspoon ground black pepper

    1 14.5-ounce can diced tomatoes, undrained

    1 If using fresh clams, drain, reserving juice. Chop clams; set aside. Strain clam juice to remove bits of shell. (Or drain canned clams, reserving juice.) If necessary, add enough water to reserved clam juice to make 11⁄2 cups total liquid; set juice aside.

    2 In a large saucepan cook bacon over medium heat until crisp. Drain bacon on paper towels, reserving 2 tablespoons drippings. Crumble bacon; set aside.

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground black pepper

    2 cups milk

    6 ounces asadero cheese or quesadilla queso, shredded  (11⁄2 cups)

    1 6.5-ounce can lump crabmeat, drained, or 8 ounces fresh lump crabmeat, picked over and cut into bite-size pieces

    1 recipe Fresh Tomato Salsa

    1 recipe Crisp Tortilla Strips (optional)

    1 In a large saucepan melt butter over medium heat. Cook chile peppers, sweet pepper, onion, and garlic in hot butter until tender, stirring occasionally. Stir in flour, salt, and pepper. Add broth all at once, stirring to combine. Cook and stir until thickened and bubbly. Cook and stir for 1 minute more.

shiitake  and lemongrass soup

    Lemongrass is a unique ingredient in Asian fare. As the name implies, the herb (which resembles a green onion) tastes like lemon. It’s worth looking for in an Asian market, but in a pinch, substitute 1 teaspoon finely shredded lemon peel for the 2 tablespoons lemongrass.

    2 tablespoons butter

    1⁄2 cup finely chopped onion 

    2 tablespoons finely chopped fresh lemongrass 

    3 cups mushroom or vegetable broth

    8 ounces fresh shiitake mushrooms, stemmed and sliced

    1 tablespoon rice vinegar

    1⁄8 teaspoon ground white pepper

    1 cup coarsely chopped fresh spinach

    1 In a large saucepan melt 1 tablespoon of the butter over medium-high heat. Cook onion and lemongrass in hot butter for about  5 minutes or until tender. Add broth. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Simmer, uncovered, for 15 minutes. Pour through a fine-mesh strainer. Discard onion and lemongrass.

    2 Meanwhile, in a large skillet melt the remaining 1 tablespoon butter over medium-high heat. Cook sliced mushrooms in hot butter for about 5 minutes or until mushrooms are lightly browned on the edges. Remove from heat.

    3 14-ounce cans vegetable or chicken broth

    1 cup chopped peeled potato

    1 tablespoon snipped fresh oregano or  1  teaspoon dried oregano, crushed

    1 teaspoon snipped fresh thyme or  1⁄2 teaspoon dried thyme, crushed

    1⁄4 cup dairy sour cream

    1 If desired, reserve some of the sweet pepper slices for garnish. In a large saucepan or pot heat oil over medium heat. Cook onion and garlic in hot oil for 3 to  4 minutes or until tender. Stir in the remaining sweet pepper, the broth, potato, oregano,  and thyme. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Cover and simmer for 15 minutes. Cool  mixture slightly.

    2 Using a handheld immersion blender, blend broth mixture until nearly smooth; heat through. (Or place one-third of the broth mixture in a blender. Cover and blend until nearly smooth. Transfer to a bowl. Repeat two more times with the remaining broth mixture. Return all of the broth mixture to saucepan; heat through.)

    3 Top each serving with sour cream and reserved red pepper, if desired.

    2 ounces baby Swiss cheese, thinly sliced (optional)

    1 In a large saucepan or Dutch oven heat oil over medium heat. Cook onion in hot oil for 5 to 10 minutes or until tender. Whisk together milk and flour. Add to saucepan.  Cook and stir for 5 minutes.

    2 Add potatoes and chicken broth. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Cover and cook for  20 minutes or until potatoes are tender. Remove from heat. Cool slightly.

    3 Place half of the soup in a blender. Cover and puree until smooth. Transfer to a bowl. Repeat with the remaining soup. Return all of the soup to saucepan. Add shredded cheese. Cook and stir over medium heat just until cheese melts. Season to taste with salt and pepper. Sprinkle with fresh herbs; garnish with sliced cheese, if desired.

    1 tablespoon molasses (optional)

    1 Peel squash. Halve lengthwise. Remove seeds and discard. Cut squash into  3⁄4-inch pieces.

    2 In a large saucepan combine squash, broth, the water, and cayenne pepper. Cover and cook over medium heat for about  20 minutes or until squash is tender.

    3 Place one-fourth of the squash mixture in a blender. Cover and blend until smooth. Transfer to a bowl. Repeat three more times with remaining squash mixture. Return all of the mixture to saucepan.

    4 Bring just to boiling; immediately reduce heat. Simmer, uncovered, for 5 minutes. Add butter, stirring just until melted.

    5 Meanwhile, prepare the ravioli according to package directions. Drain. Ladle  hot squash mixture into bowls. Divide cooked ravioli among bowls. If desired, drizzle  with molasses.

    2 teaspoons sugar

    Few dashes bottled hot pepper sauce

    3⁄4 cup whipping cream

    1 In a saucepan melt butter over medium heat. Cook onion, celery, and carrot in hot butter about 5 minutes or until nearly tender, stirring occasionally. Add tomatoes, coffee, the water, tomato paste, sugar, salt, and hot pepper sauce. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Cover and simmer for 20 to 25 minutes or until vegetables are tender. Cool slightly.

    2 Place half of the tomato mixture in a blender or food processor. Cover and blend or process until smooth. Transfer to  a bowl. Repeat with remaining tomato  mixture. Return all of the tomato mixture to saucepan. Stir in 1⁄4 cup of the whipping cream; heat through.

    1 cup half-and-half or light cream

    1 medium carrot, shredded

    1 teaspoon snipped fresh thyme or   1⁄4  teaspoon dried thyme, crushed

    1⁄4 teaspoon salt

    1⁄4 teaspoon ground black pepper

    1 Rinse wild rice well. In a small saucepan combine wild rice and the water. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Cover and simmer for  40 minutes or until most of the water is absorbed. Drain, if necessary.

    2 Meanwhile, in a large pot melt butter over medium heat. Cook mushrooms and leeks in hot butter for about 5 minutes or until tender. If desired, remove pot from heat. Carefully add sherry. Return to heat and cook and stir, uncovered, until all of the sherry evaporates. Remove half of the mushroom mixture from the pot; set aside.

    3 Add chicken broth and potatoes to pot. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Cover and simmer for 10 minutes or until potatoes are tender. Remove from heat. Cool slightly.

    4 Place one-third of the soup mixture in a food processor or blender. Cover and process or blend until almost smooth. Repeat two more times with remaining soup mixture. Return all the soup mixture to the pot. Stir in wild rice, reserved mushrooms, half-and-half, carrot, thyme, salt, and pepper. Return to boiling; reduce heat. Simmer, uncovered,  for 5 minutes or until heated through and carrot is tender.

    1⁄8 teaspoon ground black pepper

    Sautéed mushrooms (optional)

    1 In a large saucepan melt butter over medium heat. Cook leek, celery, and garlic in hot butter for 3 to 5 minutes or until tender. Add the 11⁄2 cups mushrooms. Cook and stir about 5 minutes or until mushrooms are tender. Stir in tomatoes, broth, whipping cream, dillweed, and pepper. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. Cover and simmer for 30 minutes. Cool slightly.

    2 Using a handheld immersion blender, blend soup mixture until nearly smooth; heat through. (Or let soup mixture cool slightly. Place half of the mixture in a blender or food processor.     3 If desired, top each serving with sautéed mushrooms.

    1 tablespoon lime juice

    1⁄4 teaspoon salt

    1⁄4 teaspoon bottled hot pepper sauce

    1 avocado, halved, pitted, peeled, and chopped (optional)

    Snipped fresh cilantro (optional)

    1 In a large bowl combine tomato, tomato juice, tomatillo (if desired), cucumber, chile pepper, green onion, garlic, the 1⁄4 cup cilantro, the oil, lime juice, salt, and hot pepper sauce. Cover. Chill for at least 1 hour.

Place carrots, cauliflower, and sweet peppers in separate resealable plastic bags.

    1 Preheat oven to 450°F. Cut each sweet potato lengthwise into eight wedges. Place potato wedges in a very large bowl. In a small bowl stir together oil, the ground cumin, the salt, and garlic powder. Drizzle over potato wedges; toss gently to coat.

    1 recipe Chocolate Ganache

    1 Preheat oven to 375°F. On a lightly floured surface roll the pastry to 1⁄8-inch thickness. Using a 23⁄4-inch round cookie cutter, cut pastry into 24 rounds. Fit rounds into 24 ungreased 13⁄4-inch muffin cups, pressing pastry onto bottoms and up the sides. Bake for 5 minutes.

    1 Preheat oven to 300°F. In a medium heavy saucepan combine whipping cream, the  1⁄2 cup sugar, and the half-and-half. Split vanilla bean lengthwise; scrape seeds from bean.  Add seeds and bean to saucepan. Cook and stir over medium heat just until mixture comes to boiling. Remove from heat. Cover and let stand for 15 to 20 minutes to infuse cream mixture with vanilla flavor. Strain, discarding vanilla bean.

    2 In a medium bowl whisk egg yolks until combined. Gradually whisk in warm cream mixture. Place 10 ungreased 2-ounce ramekins in a shallow roasting pan.     The charts on this page provide a guide for converting measurements from the U.S. customary system, which is used throughout this book, to the metric system.

    Product Differences 

    Most of the ingredients called for in the recipes in this book are available in most countries. However, some are known by different names. Here are some common American ingredients and their possible counterparts:

    • Sugar (white) is granulated, fine granulated, or castor sugar.

    • Powdered sugar is icing sugar.

    • All-purpose flour is enriched, bleached, or unbleached white household flour. When self-rising flour is used in place of all-purpose flour in a recipe that calls for leavening, omit the leavening agent (baking soda or baking powder) and salt.

    • Light corn syrup is golden syrup.

    • Cornstarch is cornflour.

    • Baking soda is bicarbonate of soda.

    • Vanilla or vanilla extract is vanilla essence.

    • Green, red, or yellow sweet peppers are capsicums or bell peppers.

    • Golden raisins are sultanas.

    Volume and Weight

    The United States traditionally uses cup measures for liquid and solid ingredients. The chart below shows the approximate imperial and metric equivalents. If you are accustomed to weighing solid ingredients, the following approximate equivalents will be helpful.

    • 1 cup butter, castor sugar, or rice = 8 ounces =  1⁄2 pound = 250 grams

    • 1 cup flour = 4 ounces = 1⁄4 pound = 125 grams

    • 1 cup icing sugar = 5 ounces = 150 grams

    Canadian and U.S. volume for a cup measure is 8 fluid ounces (237 ml), but the standard metric equivalent is 250 ml.

    1 British imperial cup is 10 fluid ounces.

    In Australia, 1 tablespoon equals 20 ml, and there are 4 teaspoons in the Australian tablespoon.

    Spoon measures are used for smaller amounts of ingredients. Although the size of the tablespoon varies slightly in different countries, for practical purposes and for recipes in this book, a straight substitution is all that’s necessary. Measurements made using cups or spoons always should be level unless stated otherwise.
